 Last Friday night 
held one of the most success-
ful televised events in history.

“Hope for Haiti 
Now” telethon. 
Efforts came from 
some of the biggest 
stars in all walks of 
life: musicians, 
actors, writers, etc. The event 
was broadcast  throughout 35 
countries, and there to help 
were over 100 celebrities who 
answered phones and shared 
stories of the Haitian victims. 
According to MTV networks, 
the telethon alone raised $61 
million, and  it was the  larg-
est amount of money raised 
through a telethon, as well as 
the most watched, with an 
estimated 83 million viewers. 
Tallies from the cross-network 
benefit are still being counted. 
Most likely the $61 million 
will grow even greater.   

 Although it has been 
17 days since the cataclysmic 
7.3 earthquake, Haiti is still in 
desperate need. The average

on just two dol-
lars a day to 
feed a family, so 
obviously, eve-
rything that is 
given is appreci-
ated. Donations 

can be given via text, just text 
the word “Haiti” to 90999 to 
donate $10 towards the effort. 
  On the local level, 
Southern State, Good News 
Gathering, Matthew 25 Minis-
tries, and the people of High-
land County have joined  
forces to help the people of 
Haiti. A tractor trailer was 
parked in the SSCC parking 
lot ,  donations were 
dropped off last Saturday 
and Sunday. There is still 
time to drop off items.  
Items needed are bottled 
water; nonperishable food 

basic medical supplies includ-
ing bandages, peroxide, cotton 
swabs, and any type of clean-
ing product.
